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1 Description

This document describes the installation instructions for the Air
Shield P/N 877650.

The Air Shield is suitable for use with SharpEye 40/40C and 40/40D
optical flame detectors.

Optical flame detectors are often used in highly polluted or dirty
areas, where maintenance personnel must access the detector
frequently to clean its optical window. The special air shield allows
operators to install detectors in tough environmental conditions,
where they may be exposed to oil vapors, sand, dust, and other
particulate matter.

1. Verify that all connection surfaces are clean.
2. Open the lock screw.
